· A few sentences are needed to highlight the gaps/problems.
· Some grammatical mistakes have been identified (see document attatched with more thourough corrections).
	· The gap about research of flipped classroom in teaching writing at language centers has been mentioned in the abstract.
· Grammatical mistakes have been corrected, and the whole paper has been proofread.

	· The keywords: They are OK but we suggest including an extra one or two to specify in some way that the study as been conducted with Vietnamess students of ESL.
	· More key words have been added: Vietnamese language learners’ perception

	- Introduction: 
· Needs to be shortened and highlight the research problems.
· References are needed as there are claims without supporting evidence.
· Some grammatical and/or lexical mistakes have been identified (see document attatched with more thourough corrections).
	· A part of the introduction has been cut and moved to the literature review.
· Claims that have no references have been removed.
· Grammatical or lexical mistakes have been resolved

	· Theoretical background, literature review, hypothesis development (if applicable): 
· We have suggested major revision in this section, including re-organisation, expansion of some parts, and connection among sub-sections.
· Some grammatical and/or lexical mistakes have been identified (see document attatched with more thourough corrections). We have also highligted some sentences that were difficult to understand and should be rephrased.
	·  The part about benefits of the flipped classroom for language teaching has been added with recent research in the past 5 years.
· Shortage of connections among parts have been filled.
· The ambiguous sentences have been rephrased and shown in tracked changes.
· Grammatical problems have been checked with spell check, and proofreading.

The author/s has divided the section into different sub-sections to focus on each research material / improtant asoect to comment on. Moreover, several tables and figures have been inserted to help the reader understand the findings. Some grammatical and/or lexical mistakes have been identified (see document attatched with more thourough corrections). We have also highligted some sentences that were difficult to understand and should be rephrased.

	· Structure and presentation format of the manuscript: OK. The paper needs to be carefully proofread as we have seen inconsistencies in tenses, grammar and spelling mistakes. We have corrected some but there should be another check on these points.
	· The paper has been proofread by another teacher of English to ensure correct grammar and spelling

	· References: 
· Needs to follow APA style.
· Almost 40 references included which is acceptable. Most of them are still quite up-to-date, published in the last 15 years or so. However, we would suggest the author/s look for a few studies published in the last 5 years in Vietnam or in other countries.

· The Literature Review and Discussion sections requires major revision. Please see comments.
· Refer to your research questions in the conclusions section by offering answers to them.
· Get a native speaker to revise your paper. We have found quite a few grammar and lexical mistakes and have corrected them on the document attatched to this review; however, on occasions, your explanations are dificult to understand and some sentences need to be rephrased. Asking a native speaker to revise the article would make it easier to understand, read... (although as mentioned earlier, mothodologically speaking, the article is great.
	· The literature review has added 1 more section in the description of flipped classroom, and another section of flipped classrooms in teaching writing with citations from research in the past 5 years.
